2. Intimacy with God -
Luke 23:42-43. lesus told the
thief on the cross ‘today, you
shall be with me in paradise’. It
doesn’t matter what vyou've
done or how you have wasted
your life; Jesus is willing to take
you back in with open arms. You
need to come into God's pres-

ence to experience his supernatu-
ral touch, prosperity and free-
dom. Psalm 28:7, Psalm 91:1,
John 8:31

A Family — John 19:26: The
devil is damaging families by
causing separations because di-
vorce has psychological effect on
children. God wants to restore
families through the Cross. His
plan is that families will be healed
by His death on the cross. Invite
Jesus today to come into your
family as a protection against the
attack of the enemy.

4. Acceptance — Matthew
47:26: ‘My Father, my Father,
why have you forsaken me?

save you that kept Him though
the cross. He refused the substi-
tutes of vinegar offered Him as He
couldn’t be satisfied until He had
laid His life for you. Hallelujah!

6. Victory — John 19:30: ‘It
is finished’. Jesus spent 30yrs
learning obedience and 3 vyears
manifesting the glory of God. He
was victorious in taking away the
sins of the world. If Jesus con-
quered everything, you also can
conquer and enjoy all. Psalm
139:15. God has laid a path before
us that has guaranteed our vic-
tory, if we are willing to follow the
path of the Cross

% Hope — Luke 23:46: ‘Into
your hands | commit my spirit...He
breathed his last’. Jesus won the
victory on the cross so we can
have hope in this life and not be
hopeless like the unbelievers.
