Because of my
flaws, you have to do all of this
work, and you don't get full value
from your efforts,” the cracked
pot said.

The water bearer felt sorry for
the old cracked pot, and compas-
sionately said, “As we return to
the master’s house, I want you to
notice the beautiful flowers along
the path.”

As they went up the hill, the old

cracked pot did notice the sun

shining on the beautiful wild flow-
ers growing along his side of the
path, and this cheered it some.
However, at the end of the trail, it
still felt bad because it had again
leaked out half its load, and so it
apologized to the water bearer for
its failure.
